Review the News
You’ll learn a lot about trends in the labour market and industry sectors of interest to you by paying attention to your local and national news.

Choose one (1) newspaper like the Toronto Star or the Globe and Mail, or a major news outlet like CBC News or CTV News:

Look at three important sections: Economy or Business, Technology and/or Science, and Local or Regional News (which in Toronto is sometimes titled “GTA” or “Toronto”).
Choose one (1) article from each section to analyze based on the following questions:
1. What are the names of the organizations/companies reported in the article? You could look for jobs on their websites. Also search for these organizations/companies on LinkedIn – you can see the career paths of people who work there, and you may wish to plan to follow their paths too.
2. What buildings are mentioned in the article? Buildings have managers who often play a role in helping the organizations/companies who work there to find employees, and they hire people as well. Related companies and competitors are often located in the same building.
3. What major events are reported as upcoming? You could look for opportunities to work or volunteer at the event.
4. What are some of the job titles of the people quoted in the article? You could search for their LinkedIn profiles, and look at their career paths, because you could follow those paths too.

Repeat this activity once per week or more often for the most benefit!
Economy or Business Section

In this section, identify a headline that sounds like it is about some aspect of business or the economy that matters to you: Regulation? Customer service woes? Stock market? Hiring and managing people? Analyze that article.
Technology and/or Science

In this section, identify a headline that sounds like it is about some aspect of science or technology that is interesting to you. Artificial intelligence? Telecommunications? Regulation? Analyze that article.

Local / Regional / GTA / Toronto

Notice what the headlines tend to be about, week after week. In Toronto, we see a lot of headlines about healthcare, real estate, transportation, and arts/entertainment because they are significant forces in our economy. There are other major forces too – watch for trends!

In this section, identify a headline that sounds like it is related to a part of the local economy that you would like to work in. Analyze that article.
